INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION INFORMATION
Please Read Carefully

ARRIVAL PROCEDURES

Follow the included directions to enter the grounds and
proceed to the Welcome Area. The directions have been
determined with the help of the local police so arriving RV
traffic can be cleared off the highways as quickly as possi-
ble. The Welcome Area will be open starting at 8:00 a.m.,,
Saturday, March 14, A member of FRVA's Parking Team will
be on duty each day in the Welcome Area from 8:00 a.m.
until 5:00 p.m. If you have a towed vehicle, you can unhook
it off grounds and have your co-pilot or another member of
your party drive it onto the grounds separately or it can be
unhooked at the Welcome Area.

If you wish to park with friends, you must arrive together
with appropriate admittance credentials or meet in the Wel-
come Area. ldentify your party by placing a piece of white
letter-size paper in the window of each RV. Using a heavy
black marker, write the last name of one of the members of
your group followed by the position each RV occupies in
relation to the total number of RVs in the party (Smith 1of 3;
Smith 2 of 3; etc.). This will alert parking personnel that you
wish to park together.

Whether you park on pavement or on grass, use wooden
blocks or waffle pads under your levelers to keep from
sinking the feet and/or damaging the pavement or
camping area.

RV PARKING CREDENTIAL

Your Confirmation email included a parking credential
that you should print out and display in the driver’s side
lower right corner of your windshield when entering the
grounds and at all times when parked. The identifying
information on that credential will be used by the Parking
Team to deliver your physical Confirmation Packet and
Welcome Bag and to move you into your requested park-
ing area.

If you arrive early, you may dry camp in the Welcome Area
or pay a $40 fee per night to be parked early. If you arrive
late, you may have to wait to be parked. If you decide to
leave the grounds in your RV for any reason, you must dis-
play the window credentials to re-enter.

CONFIRMATION PACKET
The Confirmation Packet that you receive upon arrival will
include the following pieces:

Name Badges
Name badges permit attendance to the exhibit areas and
all activities. Fill out info on the back of your badge.

First-Time Attendee Ribbons

If this is your first FRVA convention, you will receive red
First Time Attendee ribbons. These attach to your name
badge holder so experienced attendees can welcome you
and answer your questions.

Towed Car Credential

Hang this credential from the rearview mirror of your
towed or towing vehicle. Print your cell phone number,
name, and member number on the credential.

WELCOME BAG
Welcome Bags will be distributed upon arrival and will
include the event program and other materials.

DEPARTURE PROCEDURES

Departure will be by noon on Sunday, March 22. If you

Before Departing For Perry . . .
® Review the information in your Confirmation Email. Make sure you
received the correct Parking and a Date of Entry, If you received

incorrect information or if there is a problem, call the Events Depart-

ment at (800) 543-36220r email convention@frva.com. You will
receive the your badges and other registration items upon arrival.

e Read this Confirmation Guide. This booklet includes information
that will make for a worry-free journey to the grounds and provides
a general idea of what to expect when you arrive,

e Visit FRVA.com for information regarding the event. Beginning sev-
eral months prior and leading up to the event, the site will be updat-
ed with information about things to do in the Perry area and more
event-specific information. We'll post activities that have been
planned, the featured entertainment, event and seminar schedules,
and a list of vendors.

e You'll have the opportunity to make many new friends at the event,
but why not invite other friends to register and join in the fun? By
coming with others you know, you’ll be able to share the experience
with friends with whom you are familiar and comfortable.

e Before heading to Perry or as you near the site, empty your gray and
black holding tanks. Septic service from a contracted company will
be available for a fee if you need the service(s). But you’ll find it will
be much easier once you arrive if you don’t have to worry about
emptying your tanks.

Arriving In Perry

If you arrive on time, day(s) early, or after 5:00 p.m., proceed to the

Welcome Area

® Follow the directions in the Confirmation Guide to get to the Wel-
come Area. The Welcome Area is where you can pick up credentials,
welcome bag and also wait for friends with whom you would like to
park. All attendees should enter the grounds through Gate A.

® Prior to arrival, tape your Confirmation number to your windshield
so the Parking Team volunteers can quickly identify you and pull
your credential packet. Review the contents. Once parked, tape the
QR Code Card to your windshield/window so it can be scanned.

e Upon arrival, if you have a towed vehicle (car), please unhook it and
have your co-pilot or another member of your party drive it sepa-
rately so as not to hold up the parking operation once you arrive at
your parking site. We will have a location for you to unhook if you
are unable to do so before arriving.

o Follow the Parking Team volunteer to your spot and park as di-
rected. If there’s a problem, have it resolved after you are parked to
allow the parking operation to flow smoothly. If you believe you’'ve

been parked in an incorrect area, exit your RV, find one of the Park-
ing Team volunteers, and calmly discuss your situation. If the issue
cannot be resolved in the parking area, ask to be taken to the Infor-
mation Center to speak with someone at the information/
registration desk.

Getting Started

® The event program that you find in your National Indoor RV Centers
Welcome Bag has all the information needed to navigate the con-
vention. The program includes the schedule of events; descriptions
for the seminars; a list of vendors and where they can be located;
and much more. An electronic version of the program will be availa-
ble on FRVA.com prior to the event for early planning purposes.
Take note of the Program Change/Add sheet in your Welcome Bag.
During the show, program changes will appear in the “Beach Buzz”
newsletter, and the FRVA Event App.

e Visit the FRVA Information Center in McGill Marketplace where you
can pick up your FRVA T-shirt, and preordered convention T-shirt or
tumbler. Sign-up for games, septic or water service, preview the
craft photos, and purchase available Ladies’ Luncheon tickets. Find
out what to do while in Perry, and more!

® Be sure to stop by the “Hang 10 Hangout,” also in McGill Market-
place, to visit with other first-timers and attendees on Monday and
Tuesday before the start of the show. Have fun playing games, ham-
ming it up at the photo booth, meeting others, and relaxing in a
friendly setting.

® For many, including convention veterans, one of the most difficult
parts of the experience is figuring out where seminar rooms and
activity areas are located. Included in your Welcome Bag will be two
fold-out ShadePro Supplemental Grounds Maps. Use the map to
familiarize yourself with the grounds. Since most attendees are
parked a day or two before the event starts, you might find it helpful
to tour the grounds to orient yourself with the locations of the vari-
ous activity areas. If you have a bike, bring it. It's the best way to get
around.

® As you review the schedule, you may be overwhelmed by the num-
ber of activities during the event. You will want to do it all; resist
that temptation. It's impossible. With more than 100 seminars
scheduled, a large selection of RVs to look through, a vast array of
products to check out in the exhibit hall, entertainment, social gath-
erings, and time spent enjoying the company of other attendees,
you’ll find that your days will disappear quickly. So, as you review
the schedule, highlight those activities that mean the most to you
and create your list of “things to do.” This will help ensure you do
not miss a seminar or activity that may have drawn you to Perry in
the first place.

Parking for registered attendees will take place from 8:00 am to 5:00
pm on Monday, and Tuesday, March 16 and 17; and 8:00 am to
12:00 pm on Wednesday, March 18. Non-registered attendees may
register on site starting at 8:00 am, Sunday, March 15. Registration
hours will be from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm on Sunday through Friday,
March 16-20, and 8:00 am to 12:00 pm, on Saturday, March 21. If
you arrive earlier than the date on your Arrival Card, go to the Wel-
come Area.

Parking spaces will be assigned at the discretion of the Parking Team.
First arrivals may not necessarily be parked closer to the activity cen-
ters.

An adequate parking space is provided for RVs and towed vehicles.
RVs, awnings, and equipment must fit within this space.

Follow the directions of the Parking Team and park only in allocated
spaces. Improperly parked RVs and/or towed cars will be towed
away at the owner's expense.

A special parking area will be provided for RVs that are towing trail-
ers. But leaving trailers connected is not guaranteed.

Caravan or large groups coordinators must schedule an arrival time
with FRVA’s national office (call 800-543-3622). Caravan arrivals will
be accepted Monday & Tuesday, March 16-17.

As the driver of your RV, you are solely responsible for its operation
and movement as it is being parked. While Parking Team volunteers
may direct or assist you while parking, it is your responsibility to
avoid obstacles or situations that could lead to accidents and dam-
age your RV or other’s property. FRVA is not responsible for acci-
dents or damage that occur while you are parking.

Electricity is available at an additional cost. Security will issue fines to
anyone procuring electricity illegally, and may request the removal of
the RV from the grounds.

Attendees may ride activity carts to all activities. Towed cars should
not be used to travel to activity centers.

Security and safety personnel are responsible for the safety of
attendees. Please obey their directions.

Please respect all event personnel and volunteers.

Pets are welcome but must be kept in the parking areas unless they
provide service assistance. Pets are not allowed in the activity cen-
ters — seminars, entertainment, morning coffee hour, or exhibit
areas. Be a responsible pet owner; clean up pet waste, prevent the
pet from making excessive noise, keep it on a leash outside the RV,
and do not allow it to relieve itself near RVs.

Scooters, Segways, bikes, and other two-wheeled vehicles are not
permitted inside exhibit buildings, seminar rooms, and other areas
restricted to pedestrian traffic. Wheelchairs and mobility carts are
permitted in these areas. Your cooperation is appreciated.

The use of privately owned golf carts is permitted. The speed limit is
5 mph. Headlights must be used before dawn and after dusk. If your
cart does not have operating headlights, it cannot be used in the
dark.

Attendees must have valid insurance on all personal mobility carts
and golf carts.

The Convention Committee reserves the right to ask violators of the
above rules and regulations to leave the grounds.

Service Information

Service is an important function at FRVA conven-
tions, and many manufacturers and component sup-
pliers provide limited service for attendees who are
experiencing problems with their RVs. Please refer
to the information below regarding emergency ser-
vice. Do not ask for routine maintenance or for ser-
vices that can be handled before leaving home.

You will be able to sign up for service prior to arriv-
ing in Perry; on Wednesday, March 18 from 8:00 am
to 12:00 pm at the Service Center in the Miller-
Murphy-Howard Concourse; and on site at the ser-
vice provider’s vendor booth. A list of the service
providers who have agreed to make pre-convention
service appointments, along with their contact infor-
mation, will be e-mailed to registered attendees
(and posted on FRVA.com) as the event nears.

In most cases, a service vehicle (van or golf cart) will
be dispatched to your RV in the family parking area.
Service will be performed at the discretion of the
manufacturer, component supplier, or service firm.
In most cases, non-warranty work will be charged.

LIMITED ON-SITE “EMERGENCY” SERVICE
(For Service Related To Health & Safety Issues)

FRVA will permit emergency service vehicles on-site
beginning Monday, March 16

e Service during the main family parking days —
Monday and Tuesday, March 16 and 17 — will be
limited to emergency service.

e Emergency service is defined as any service to gen-
erators, refrigerators, air conditioners, heaters,
and inverters that must be performed to assure
the health and safety of members. Regular or pre-
ventive maintenance (example: changing oil or
filters) or new installations are not considered
emergency service.

¢ No new installations are permitted on RVs parked
on-site in the family parking area prior to noon on
Wednesday, March 18.

¢ Service vehicles offering emergency service must
display a yellow “Emergency Service” credential on
their vehicle.

e There is to be no selling of any product or service
in the family parking areas. All sales transactions
must be limited to assigned exhibit areas.

e Immediately notify FRVA Security or the FRVA
Commercial Office, located in the Miller-Murphy-
Howard Building, if vendors without proper cre-
dentials approach you regarding service in the
family area.

The Welcome Area will open on Sunday, March 15. Parking hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Sunday,
Monday, and Tuesday, March 15, 16, and 17.

Basic Parking $ignals

Parking at a convention can be a tricky en-
deavor with the number of families that
attend the events. The basic parking signals
shown to the right can help you park in a
safe manner. These uniform signals will be
used by Parking Team members to help di-

rect you as you park. Move rear of RV to the Come straight back. Distance to go (palms
left, as seen in mirror. apart indicating how far).

Exhaust Gas Is Deadly!

Exhaust gases contain carbon monoxide, an odorless and colorless
gas that’s formed during the combustion of hydrocarbon fuels.
Carbon monoxide is poisonous and can cause unconsciousness
and death. Symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning include the

following:

Inability to think coherently

Vomiting

Muscular twitching

Throbbing in the temples
e Dizziness
Headache

e Weakness and sleepiness

Did You Know?

Many attendees bring motorized transporta-
tion to FRVA events to help move about the
grounds. These golf carts, scooters, etc. are a
wonderful convenience for those who are not
as mobile as they used to be.

Using these vehicles in close proximity to pe-
destrian traffic poses increased risk of an acci-
dent for which the user may be found responsi-
ble. Many owners of these vehicles may not be
aware that their insurance does not protect
them in case of an accident. These vehicles may
not be covered under homeowner or motor
vehicle policies. Insurance companies may con-
sider these types of vehicles as “recreational
vehicles” or “motor vehicles” and require that
they be separately insured. Individuals may be

If you or anyone else experiences any of these symptoms, shut
down the generator; exit the immediate area (whether inside the
motorhome or outside); and get into fresh air immediately. If the
symptoms persist, seek medical attention immediately. Do not
operate the generator again until it has been inspected and re-
paired.

The best protection against carbon monoxide inhalation is proper
generator installation and frequent visual inspections of the com-
plete exhaust system. Also, your RV should be equipped with a
working carbon monoxide detector.

RV Weighing

The RVSEF RV Weighing Service utilizes certified scales to de-
termine individual wheel position loads. Owners complete a
comprehensive worksheet that includes all critical weight and
tire ratings. Scale readings and ratings are entered into a cus-
tom computer program that generates a weight analysis re-
port, detailing safety margins on each component. Members
receive a comprehensive report at the weighing site, including
tire load/inflation tables. The cost of the service is $70.

There is no charge for the education program titled “RV
Weight & Tire Safety” presented by RVSEF. Check your pro-
gram for day, time, and location.
